ROQBLOX

Roblox is a platform that allows users to play games,
known as ‘experiences’, that are hosted by Roblox but
created by the users.

The massive library of games is a big draw for kids, but
its appeal goes beyond just entertainment. Children
also enjoy the social connections, opportunities for
creative expression and even the chance to learn

basic coding concepts.

However, within many of these games and their user
chats, we have found concerning functionality and user
behaviourincluding violence, inappropriate language,
gambling, sex, drugs and discrimination. Activating
parental controls will help keep the child or young
person in your care safer when using the platform.

CONTENT MATURITY RATINGS

Each experience has a maturity rating based on the content
within the core gameplay, so that “all users can make
informed decisions about the content they interact with”,
according to Roblox.

MINIMAL !
May contain occasional mild violence and/or light
unrealistic blood.

May contain repeated mild violence, heavy unrealistic blood,
mild fear-based content, and/or mild crude humor*.

MODERATE

May contain moderate violence, light realistic blood, moderate
fear-based content, moderate crude humor and/or
unplayable gambling content.

RESTRICTED
May contain strong violence, heavy realistic blood, moderate
crude humor, romantic themes, unplayable gambling content.

You can set
up a private server for the child or
young person in your care to only play
with people they know.

After account set up is complete, go to ‘Settings’ and
select ‘Parental Controls’. This will show you all the child
accounts that are assigned to you and the user’s age.
You should ensure the ages on these accounts are correct.
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We recommend reviewing all parental controls,
especially the following:
